2018 Wenatchee Valley Stormwater Management Program Plan

The following stormwater activities are regional activities unless otherwise noted. The regional partners
include Chelan County, Douglas County, City of East Wenatchee, City of Wenatchee and Wenatchee
Valley College.

L Stormwater Management Program
a. Update Wenatchee Valley Stormwater Management Program Plan.
b. Schedule quarterly regional stormwater utility meetings.
c. Prepare an annual report.

1I. Public Education and Outreach
a. Provide car washing education and outreach to commercial businesses.
b. Provide stormwater education and outreach at one public event.
c. Participate in Wenatchee School District programs. (City of Wenatchee)

III. Public Involvement and Participation
a. Host annual Wenatchee Valley Stormwater Program Steering Committee meeting.
b. Post Stormwater Management Program and Plan to regional website.
c. Provide a stormwater survey on the website and at public events.

Iv. Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination
a. Provide training to field staff on illicit discharge detection and elimination.
b. Complete field assessment of at least 40% of the MS4 no later than December 31, 2018.

V. Construction Site Stormwater Runoff Control
a. Participate in the update of the Stormwater Management Manual for Eastern Washington.
b. Host a certified erosion and sediment control lead training,.

VL Post-Construction Stormwater Management for new Development and Redevelopment
a. Continue implementation of 5-year operation and maintenance inspections of post-
construction stormwater facilities.
b. Submit a summary of the criteria for defining infeasibility with the annual report no later
than March 31, 2018 (City of Wenatchee).

VII.  Municipal Operations and Maintenance
a. Develop a spill response plan (Wenatchee Valley College).
b. Inspect all catch basins and inlets at least once by December 31, 2018.

VIII. Monitoring and Assessment
a. Participate in Effectiveness Study effort.

In addition, city and county staff will be participating in the Ecology process to develop and issue a new
Eastern Washington Phase II Municipal Stormwater permit. The new permit is expected to take effect
August 1, 2019.

Douglas County - 2017
Opportunities for Public Participation

Citizens in the Wenatchee Valley were provided the following opportunities to
participate in the decision making process involving the development,
implementation and updates of the Wenatchee Valley Stormwater Management
Program in 2017:

e The local jurisdictions provide email updates about stormwater
events and issues to the Wenatchee Valley Stormwater Steering
Committee. The committee includes citizens, elected officials,
jurisdiction staff, business owners, engineers, environmental group
representatives, and other interested parties. In 2017 members of
the committee participated in Municipal Stormwater School
presented on March 22, 2017 by ECOSS.

e A subcommittee of the Wenatchee Valley Stormwater Steering
Committee was formed in 2017 to review the draft Stormwater
Management Manual for Eastern Washington. Additional
stakeholders were invited from the design, architecture, engineering,
and surveying companies in Chelan County, Douglas County,
Wenatchee and East Wenatchee. Two meetings were held to review
the manual and collect comments on August 16" and September
27,

e Updates to the Wenatchee Valley Stormwater Management Program
are posted on the regional stormwater page
(www.wenatcheewa.gov/wvstac) and an online comment form is
available for the public to provide comments.

e The Douglas County Board of Commissioners take public comments
at Commissioner meeting, which are typically Mondays and
Tuesdays each week. Notices of meetings are posted on the County
website.

e Attendees at the annual KPQ Home Show are encouraged to provide
comments on the Wenatchee Valley Stormwater Management
Program as part of the annual stormwater survey.
