Levy for Fire and 
Emergency Services 

The Board of Commissioners 

of Douglas County Fire 
Protection District No.S has 

passed Resolution No. 
2019-01, placing funding for 
fire and emergency services 

before the voters. This 
proposition would increase 

the regular property tax rate 
by approximately S0.40 to 
S0.95 per Sl,000 of assessed 
valuation for taxes collected 

in 2020 through 2022, to 
provide additional funding 
for fire and emergency 

services including new 

construction, and vehicle, 

apparatus and equipment 

purchases. The dollar 
amount of the 2022 levy 
would be used as the 
starting base for computing 

any future levy increases.

holiday services, purchase 
of new buses, technology 
improvements, and 
expanded services for 
seniors and persons living 
with disabilities. This 
proposition would 
authorize the phased 
collection of additional 
sales and use tax up to 
2/10 of 1 % as follows: 
1/lOth effective Janua,y 
1, 2020; and 1/lOth 
effective Janua,y 1, 2022, 
as stated in Link Transit 
Resolution No. 2019-06.
